Despite steep odds, the White House has discussed prospects for reviving a major
overhaul of the nation's immigration laws, a commitment that President Obama has
postponed once already. Obama took up the issue privately with his staff Monday in a
bid to advance a hill through Congress before lawmakers become too distracted by
approaching midterm elections. In the session, Obama and members of his Domestic
Policy Council outlined ways to resuscitate the effort in a White House meeting with two
senators -- Democrat Charles E. Schumer of New York and Republican Lindsey Graham
of South Carolina -- who have spent months trying to craft a bill. According to a person
familiar with the meeting, the White House may ask Schumer and Graham to at least
produce a blueprint that could be turned into legislative language.

White House
spokesman Nicholas Shapiro said Obama will meet with Democratic Sen. Chuck
Schumer of New York and Republican Sen. Lindsey Graham of South Carolina on
Monday. The president is "looking forward to hearing more about their efforts toward
producing a bipartisan bill," Shapiro said Friday. The meeting will be the first Obama has
had with Schumer and Graham on the proposal they are developing since they began
focusing on it last year.

GM DEALERS

General Motors Co. says it will reinstate about 600 dealerships that were slated to be cut
from the automaker's network. GM executives say that about 600 dealerships out of the
1,100 seeking to stay with GM will receive letters giving them the option to remain with
the company. GM last year told 2,000 dealerships it would revoke their franchise
agreements in October 2010 as part of its restructuring. The company has said it needs
to make the cuts to keep the remaining showrooms healthy. The dealerships say they
have been treated unfairly and have been appealing the decision.

Hispanic and black businesses are receiving a disproportionately small number of
federal stimulus contracts,

creating a rising chorus of demands for the Obama administration to be more inclusive
and more closely track who receives government-financed work. Latinos and blacks
have faced obstacles to winning government contracts long before the stimulus. They
own 6.8 and 5.2 percent of all businesses, respectively, according to census figures. Yet
Latino-owned business have received only 1.7 percent of $46 billion in federal stimulus
contracts recorded in U.S. government data, and black-owned businesses have received
just 1.1 percent.

The driver of a 2008 Toyota Prius said his car uncontrollably accelerated to over 90
miles per hour on a San Diego County freeway before a California Highway Patrol officer
helped him stop the car, police said. The driver, 61-year-old James Sikes, was not
injured in the Monday incident, which is another claim of unintended acceleration that
has caused the greatest image crisis for Toyota Motor Corp in its history. The incident
occurred in the same county where an off-duty California Highway Patrol trooper and



three family members were killed last August in an incident that brought the issue to
national attention and led to the first major recall over unintended acceleration.

Three years after efforts by Congress to reform the immigration system went down in
flames, the issue is slowly re-emerging on the national stage, as two senators from the
opposite sides of the political aisle work on crafting another bill. Sen. Chuck Schumer, D-
N.Y., chairman of the Immigration Subcommittee of the Judiciary Committee, and Sen.
Lindsey Graham, R-S.C. are set to appear Thursday at the White House for a meeting
with President Obama in which they are expected to seek his guidance on charting a
path forward. The reform effort blew up in 2007 after more than a year of work when
Republican critics branded the effort as "amnesty" and the tide of public opinion turned
strongly against the bill.

The numbers are growing
because immigration to the U.S. has boosted the number of Hispanic women in their
prime childbearing years. Minorities made up 48 percent of U.S. children born in 2008,
the latest census estimates available, compared to 37 percent in 1990.

Running a 12-million monthly deficit and expected to run out of money by 2011, the
Kansas City Missouri School Board voted Wednesday night to shutter nearly half of its
schools. The district is half the size it was ten years ago and isn't getting the necessary
state funding to support the infrastructure. On Wednesday night, the vote drew sharp
outcries from some parents and community leaders who complained the school closings
would gut many predominantly African-American neighborhoods that have already been
hit by discrimination and the real-estate collapse. Ironically, the developments in Kansas
City have emerged on the heels of a nationwide effort by the nation's governors to
streamline education standards in this country . So far all but two states have signed on
to the new proposal which hopes to impose nationwide education standards as a way to
ensure our children are learning the same skills across the country no matter where they
live.

Obama's trip to Ohio marked his third out-of-town foray as he tries to build
support for long-stalled legislation to remake the health care system. Administration
officials have predicted the legislation will clear the House by the end of the week, but
Democratic leaders had not yet released the measure as the president's helicopter lifted
off from the White House grounds. Even so, the House Budget Committee arranged a
mid-afternoon meeting to begin a series of events expected to culminate in a House vote
within days.

Some Toyota drivers worried about the safety of their cars are suing for a full refund.
Lawsuits filed Monday in Washington and Arizona have asked a judge to allow Toyota
owners to return vehicles and get their money back. Toyota is already the target of
dozens of lawsuits filed by owners who claim their vehicles have lost value because of
the recalls. Those lawsuits seek compensation for any lost value, rather than a full
refund. Both types of lawsuits could eventually become class-action suits. Toyota has
recalled millions of vehicles in the U.S. because of floor mats that can snag gas pedals
or accelerators that can sometimes stick. Toyota did not immediately return a call
seeking comment.
