A WARNING TO TEENAGERS BEFORE THEY START DATING

After studies emerged more than a decade ago showing that the highest rates of physical and sexual 
assault happen to women ages 16 to 24, programs to prevent abusive relationships have concentrated on 
high school and college students. Some initiatives have shown promise, but overall statistics remain 
largely unchanged: the most recent government report stated that nearly one in 10 high school students 
said they had been physically hurt by a boyfriend or girlfriend. Now a diverse group that includes the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation and federal 
lawmakers is trying to forestall dating violence by addressing even younger students: middle schoolers. 
The goal is to educate them about relationships before they start dating in earnest, even though research 
shows that some seventh graders have already experienced physical and emotional harm while dating.

Voters in two major California cities have overwhelmingly approved measures to cut retirement benefits 
for city workers. In San Jose, 71 percent voted in favor of Measure B and 29 percent were opposed. 
Nearly half of precincts have reported. With more than half of precincts reporting in San Diego, 68 percent 
voted in favor of Proposition B, while 32 were opposed. The votes were closely watched in California and 
beyond as more state and local governments struggle with ballooning pension payments.

A high-profile California cigarette tax initiative backed by cycling legend Lance Armstrong that once 
seemed like a sure thing teetered on the brink of defeat Wednesday, a testament to the efficacy of a $50 
million campaign backed by Big Tobacco. A blizzard of industry-financed radio and television 
advertisements over the last two months closed the gap on an effort to impose an additional $1-per-pack 
tax on cigarettes to fund cancer research.

Metro State is thinking about creating a 
special tuition rate for undocumented students. Right now, those students pay out-of-state tuition of 
$7,992 per semester. If passed, illegal immigrants would pay $3,358 per semester. In-state tuition is 
$2,152 per semester. "We think it will open the door for more students," said Jordan.

USA-IMMIGRATION/ARIZONA

Arizona Governor Jan Brewer on Tuesday ordered the redistribution of materials to train police to enforce 
the state's tough immigration crackdown, in a sign that she expects the U.S. Supreme Court to endorse 
the measure in coming days. Signed by Brewer in April 2010, the law sought to drive illegal immigrants 
out of Arizona, although most of it was blocked by a federal judge before it came into effect. The U.S. 
Supreme Court began hearing arguments in the state's appeal in April and is expected to issue a ruling 
before the end of the month. Among measures enjoined in a preliminary injunction was one requiring 
police to check the immigration status of anyone detained and suspected of being in the country illegally. 

  

HONDA RECALLS ABOUT 50,000 CIVIC CARS IN U.S.

The 2006 Honda Civic, which was named 2006 North American Car of the Year, is displayed at a media 
preview of the North American International Auto Show in Detroit, Michigan January 9, 2006.  Honda 
Motor Co Ltd said on Wednesday it will recall about 50,000 Civic small cars in the United States from the 
2012 model year for a potential driveshaft assembly issue that could lead to loss of engine power. The 
Japanese automaker said it will inspect and, if needed, replace the driver's side driveshaft that may not 
have been properly assembled, which could lead to the engine no longer propelling the vehicle in any 
gear. 

  

DIESEL FUMES COULD CAUSE CANCER

Diesel fumes cause lung cancer the World Health Organization  declared Tuesday, and experts said they 
were more carcinogenic than secondhand cigarette smoke. The W.H.O. decision, the first to elevate 
diesel to the "known carcinogen" level, may eventually affect some American workers who are heavily 
exposed to exhaust. It is particularly relevant to poor countries, where trucks, generators, and farm and 
factory machinery routinely belch clouds of sooty smoke and fill the air with sulfurous particulates. The 
United States and other wealthy nations have less of a problem because they require modern diesel 
engines to burn much cleaner than they did even a decade ago. Most industries, like mining, already have 
limits on the amount of diesel fumes to which workers may be exposed. The medical director of the 
American Cancer Society praised the ruling by the W.H.O.'s International Agency for Research on 
Cancer, saying his group "has for a long time had concerns about diesel."

AFTER SODA BAN PROPOSAL, NYC OFFICIALS SET SIGHTS ON POPCORN AND MILK SHAKES

Watch out, moviegoers -- Nanny York City is taking aim at yet another of life's gluttonous pleasures.  

On the heels of Mayor Michael Bloomberg's call for a ban on jumbo-sized sodas and other sugary drinks, 
city officials are now considering restrictions on treats ranging from popcorn to milkshakes. At a meeting 
Tuesday, members of the New York City Board of Health expressed support for Bloomberg's proposal. 
They then started brainstorming other ways to cut the fat, according to MyFoxNY.com.  Member Bruce 
Vladeck proposed limiting movie-theater popcorn containers. "The popcorn isn't a whole lot better than the 
soda," he said. Another member suggested limits for milkshakes and "milk-coffee beverages." The board, 
whose members were appointed by Bloomberg, will vote on the mayor's drink proposal -- but agreed to a 
six-week, public-comment period before taking a vote, according to MyFoxNY.com. Bloomberg has said 
the drink ban is an attempt to fight obesity in the city. His first-in-the-nation ban, formally announced May 
31, would limit sweet drinks to 16 ounces at venues across the city -- from restaurants to street carts to 
movie theaters.   

  

GAS PRICES

U.S. consumer prices fell in May by the most in over three years as households paid less for gasoline, 
possibly giving the U.S. Federal Reserve more room to help an economy that is showing signs of 
weakening. The Labor Department said on Thursday its Consumer Price Index dropped 0.3 percent last 
month after being flat in April. May's decline was the sharpest since December 2008 although analysts 
polled by Reuters expected a bigger decline. Outside the volatile food and energy category, inflation 



pressure appeared to be modest. Core CPI climbed 0.2 percent higher as expected, matching the 
increase posted in April. Mild price increases leave consumers with more money to spend, which boosts 
economic growth. Lower inflation also gives the Fed more leeway to keep interest rates low.  

  

FORECLOSURE RATES

New foreclosure data show that lenders initiated foreclosure proceedings against more U.S. homeowners 
in May, setting the stage for increases in home repossessions and short sales.  Foreclosure listing service 
RealtyTrac Inc. said Thursday that the number of homes receiving default or scheduled-home-auction 
notices rose 12 percent from April and increased 16 percent versus May last year. The data reflects how 
banks and mortgage servicers have been stepping up efforts this year to address unpaid mortgages. 
Some 33 states saw annual increases in homes entering the foreclosure process last month, with New 
Jersey, Pennsylvania and Florida posting the biggest gains.Even so, home repossessions have been 
declining overall of late, with May being an exception. The number of properties taken back by banks in 
May rose 7 percent from April.
