It's a requirement of the Health Care Reform Law passed in 
2010. The Supreme Court upheld most of the law in June. The Secretary of Health and Human Services 
celebrated the milestone on Tuesday.

The Postal Service is facing a financial crisis, poised to default today on an important debt to the 
government. The U.S. Postal Service is losing money and the situation is growing more serious by the 
day. That's something Postmaster General Patrick Donahoe acknowledged on Capitol Hill this spring. 
"We've got to get our finances stabilized. The quicker we act and get ourselves back on firm financial 
footing, the better for the industry." If Congress doesn't act by today, August 1, the service will default on a 
$5.5 billion payment to the federal government to cover retiree health benefits. 

  

SAN BERNARDINO BANKRUPCY

San Bernardino filed for bankruptcy protection on Wednesday citing more than $1 billion of debts and 
making it the third California city to seek protection from creditors. San Bernardino declared a fiscal crisis 
last month after a report said local government had tapped out its reserves and projected spending would 
top revenue by $45 million in the fiscal year that began on July 1. 

  

TOYOTA RECALL

Toyota Motor Corp. said Wednesday it's recalling 778,000 RAV4 SUVs and Lexus HS 250h sedans in the 
U.S. to fix a suspension problem that could cause crashes. The company says if rear suspension nuts 



aren't tightened properly after a wheel alignment, the arms can rust and separate from the vehicle. Toyota 
reported nine crashes and three minor injuries from the problem. RAV4s from the 2006 to 2011 model 
years are covered by the recall. The Lexus sedans are from 2010 only.

After dipping to $3.33 a gallon and flirting with $3 in the South, the nation's average gas price climbed 17 
cents over 26 consecutive days in July. It was the first monthly gain since March and the biggest July 
jump since at least 2000.

PRIVATE PRISONS IMMIGRANTS

The U.S. is locking up more illegal immigrants than ever and generating lucrative business for the nation's 
largest prison companies. An Associated Press review shows the private firms have spent more than $45 
million lobbying lawmakers and contributing to campaigns over the last decade as their share of detention 
beds has jumped from 10 percent to nearly half. The cost to American taxpayers for locking up the 
400,000 immigrants detained is on track to top $2 billion for this year. The companies are expecting their 
biggest profits in the next few years because the government plans new facilities. The expansion is 
expected to continue even as the nation has seen a drop in illegal immigration. Federal officials told the 
AP privatization isn't necessarily cheaper.

GUIDE FOR DREAMERS, DREAMER. Deferred Action Applications Begin August 15, 2012

Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Secretary Janet Napolitano recently testified before Congress 
about the Deferred Action for DREAMers program that was announced by President Obama on June 15, 
2012. In her testimony she provided the following announcements and clarification: 1. August 1, 2012 - 
DHS is expected to explain the application process 2. August 15, 2012 Applications are expected to begin 
to be accepted. 3. Fees. $465 for both the work authorization and biometrics. However, there is a strong 
likelihood there will be a separate fee for deferred action. 4. Maximum age for eligibility. Applicants 
younger than 31 on June 15, 2012 will be eligible to apply. DHS had previously indicated that applicants 
could not be over 30 in order to be eligible, which left many questions as to whether a person could be 
eligible until his or her 31st birthday, and whether the eligibility consideration was as of the date of 
application or the June 15, 2012 announcement. This has now been clarified. 

  

UNEMPLOYMENT

U.S. employers added 163,000 jobs in July, a hopeful sign after three months of sluggish hiring. The 
Labor Department says the unemployment rate rose to 8.3 percent from 8.2 percent in June. July's hiring 
was the best since February. Still, the economy has added an average of 151,000 jobs a month this year, 
roughly the same as last year's pace. That's not enough to satisfy the 12.8 million Americans who are 
unemployed. The rate increased because the government uses two surveys: A survey of businesses 
showed job gains, but a survey of households showed fewer people had jobs. Economists say the 
business survey is more reliable. High unemployment could hurt President Barack Obama's re-election 
hopes. No president since World War II has faced re-election with unemployment over 8 percent.

IMMIGRATION AND GAY MARRIAGE

Amid pressure from Democratic lawmakers, Homeland Security officials reiterated Friday that a 
foreigner's longstanding same-sex relationship with a U.S. citizen could help stave off the threat of 
deportation.  Binational gay couples are eligible for consideration under a federal program designed to 
focus resources away from low-priority deportation cases and let officials spend more time tracking down 
convicted criminals, said Marsha Catron, a spokeswoman for the Department of Homeland 
Security.  However, the Obama administration will not automatically shelve deportation cases or process 
green card applications involving foreign citizens married to same-sex American partners.  Catron said 
Homeland Security will continue to comply with a 1996 law that prohibits the government from recognizing 
same-sex relationships, even as it takes these relationships into consideration when evaluating possible 
deportation.  The Obama administration last year said it considers the Defense of Marriage law 
unconstitutional and would no longer defend it in court.  

  

YOUNG PEOPLE LIVING AT HOME WITH PARENTS AT HIGHER RATES, STUDY SAYS

As if living in the Golden State wasn't cozy enough, Southern California young adults lived with their 
parents at some point between 2007 and 2009 at a higher rate than in most other U.S. regions. But it's not 
just a beach bum syndrome. Both the Great Recession of those years and broad cultural shifts -- such as 
delayed marriages and careers -- meant more young adults lived at home across the U.S. according to a 
report just released by The Ohio State professor Zhenchao Qian, and Census data between 2007 to 
2009. During that period, 24 percent of 20- to-34-year-olds lived with their parents at some point 
compared with 17 percent in 1980. "The recession hit young adults hard because it's usually 'last hired, 
first fired,'" Qian told The Huffington Post. "Young people change their jobs often, and their jobs are 
relatively less stable to those who are older and more experienced."

Cuomo said in a statement,  "Body 
piercing can result in severe health risks and it is our obligation as New Yorkers and parents to make sure 
that our teens are taking every precaution to remain healthy and safe." Senator Joseph E. Robach, a co-
sponsor of the bill, deemed the legislation "logical" because after all a body piercing can leave a 
permanent scar and therefore parents should have a say.

IMMIGRATION RELATED BILLS

Lawmakers in 41 states enacted 114 bills and adopted 92 resolutions dealing with immigration in the first 
half of 2012. The immigration activity is detailed in a new report from the National Conference of State 
Legislatures' (NCSL) Immigrant Policy Project released Monday at the NCSL Legislative Summit. This 
marks a decrease of 20 percent from the 257 laws and resolutions enacted in the first half of 2011. Law 
enforcement and identification/driver's licenses remained the leading issues addressed by state 
legislatures, comprising 18 percent and 11 percent respectively, of all enacted laws on immigration. 

  

DRIVERS LICENCES CAMPAIGN FOR COLORADO IMMIGRANTS

Immigrant advocates seeking a Colorado ballot measure to allow driver's licenses for illegal immigrants 
say their petition drive is going slow. The activists say they have less than 5 percent of the signatures they 
want to collect by August. If approved by voters, the ballot measure would change a law that requires 



proof of legal residency to be issued a Colorado driver's license. Activists say illegal immigrants are 
driving anyway, and that the public would be safer if those drivers could seek licenses and auto insurance. 

  

OBESITY SODA SCHOOLS

Half as many U.S. adolescents as in 2006 can still buy high-calorie sodas in schools, but other sugary 
beverages remain easily available onsite, a survey showed. University of Michigan Ann Arbor researchers 
found the trend in a survey of more than 1,900 public schools, which has grown as the institutions banish 
sodas from vending machines, school stores and cafeterias. Older students who could buy soda in high 
school fell to 25 percent in 2011 from 54 percent in 2006, while access by younger middle school students 
fell to 13 percent from 27 percent, according to the study published in the Archives of Pediatrics & 
Adolescent Medicine on Monday.

A massive Chevron oil refinery fire that sent hundreds of people rushing to hospitals and is pushing West 
Coast gas prices higher was just the latest pollution incident at the facility that records show has 
increasingly violated air quality rules over the past five years. The refinery is one of three such facilities 
near San Francisco that rank among the state's top 10 emitters of toxic chemicals, according to the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency's Toxic Release Inventory. Chevron's Richmond refinery -- the scene of 
Monday's fire that shrouded the area in black smoke -- has been cited by San Francisco Bay area 
regulators for violating air regulations 93 times in the past five years. The number has increased from 15 
violations in 2007 to 23 in both 2010 and 2011. The refinery is also the state's largest emitter of 
greenhouse gases, according to state regulators. The Richmond refinery produces about 150,000 barrels 
of gasoline a day -- or 16 percent of the West Coast's daily gasoline consumption of 963,000 barrels, said 
Tom Kloza, chief oil analyst at Oil Price Information Service.  

  

SOCIAL SECURITY

Previous generations got a much better bargain, mainly because payroll taxes were very low when Social 
Security was enacted in the 1930s and remained so for decades. If you retired in 1960, you could expect 
to get back seven times more in benefits than you paid in Social Security taxes, and more if you were a 
low-income worker, as long you made it to age 78 for men and 81 for women. As recently as 1985, 
workers at every income level could retire and expect to get more in benefits than they paid in Social 
Security taxes, though they didn't do quite as well as their parents and grandparents. Not anymore. A 
married couple retiring last year, after both spouses earned average lifetime wages, paid about $598,000 
in Social Security taxes during their careers. They can expect to collect about $556,000 in benefits if the 
man lives to 82 and the woman lives to 85, according to a 2011 study by the Urban Institute, a 
Washington think tank.  



  

POVERTY & WELFARE

A new study from the Center for Immigration Studies uses Census Bureau data from 2010 and 2011 to 
provide a detailed picture of the nation's immigrant population (legal and illegal) by country of birth, state, 
and legal status. A key finding is that immigration has dramatically increased the size of the nation's low-
income population. In general, immigrants make significant progress the longe r they live in the country. 
But even with this progress, immigrants who have been in the country for 20 years are still much more 
likely to be poor, lack health insurance, and access the welfare system than native-born Americans. The 
large share of immigrants with little education partly explains this phenomenon.

While the 
overall number is down from the 13,092 foreclosure notices issued in June, it is 37 percent higher than the 
level of activity in July 2011. The trend comes as banks work to make up for time lost last year as the 
mortgage-lending industry grappled with allegations that it had processed foreclosures without verifying 
documents.

Today, the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services will begin accepting requests for consideration of 
deferred action for childhood arrivals. Deferred action is a discretionary determination to defer removal 
action of an individual as an act of prosecutorial discretion. Under this process, USCIS will consider 
requests on a case-by-case basis. While this process does not provide lawful status or a pathway to 
permanent residence or citizenship, individuals whose cases are deferred will not be removed from the 
United States for a two year period, subject to renewal, and may also receive employment authorization.
