The Humane Society of Southern Arizona says it expects to see some 200
cases of Valley Feverjust this winter, and the disease is on the rise in humans
as well. Reports indicate the number of cases will top last year by more than 70.
Valley Fever is caused by fungus that grows in soils where there is little rainfall,
high summer temperatures and moderate winters. Those conditions describe
Tucson almost to a T. The city's record-breaking drought, combined with record-
breaking growth, explains why so many more Valley Fever fungal spores are
airborne right now. A young puppy brought to the Humane Society was
diagnosed with Valley Fever at just 8 weeks old, and wasn't expected to live.
But, just over a week later, after around the clock care from the shelter's vet, he
is expected to make a full recovery. Just like any patient with a severe case of
Valley Fever, patients have a long fight to get over the disease. In some cases
Valley Fever can be fatal. The best advice is to get yourself to the doctor as
soon as you see symptoms including: coughing, bone pain, and fatigue.

And get your pet to the vet as soon as he or she exhibits symptoms as well.
Treatment can take about a year, and some patients can even be on
medications for life.
