There are now National Guard Troops along the Arizona-Mexico border.  A group of 30 was deployed 

on 8/30.  The first of 532 troops that'll come, in waves, over the next month.  Part of President Obama's 

order, for 1200 troops in our southwest border states.  They will be armed for protection but can't arrest 

anyone.  Instead, they'll work in close contact with Border Patrol Agents.

The Feds will be sending National Guard Troops to our border with Mexico.  The specifics of the plan 

were released.  1,200 National Guard Troops deploying to four border states on August 1st.  This is all 

part of a push to amp up security.  524 troops are scheduled for Arizona, 224 for California, 250 to 

Texas, 72 to New Mexico and 130 troops assigned to a national liaison office.  In addition, the 

President, also commanding 300 Customs and Border Protection Agents to the Tucson area.  As for the 

troops, they will be armed, but are being instructed only to use their weapons to protect themselves.  

SB1070 took effect 7/29/10 without some key provisions.  A federal judge block the most controversial 

sections of that law.  Her ruling has some celebrating and others preparing for an appeal.  The changes 

made that were made; police will not be required to check a person's immigration status while enforcing 

other laws.  The judge also blocked officers from making warrantless arrests of suspected illegal 

immigrants.  The judge also delayed the part that would have immigrants to carry their papers at all 

times, and blocked a portion that made it illegal for undocumented workers to solicit employment in 

public places.

The following report is representative of responsive broadcasts during the period of July 1, 2010 to September 30, 2010, which have provided KVOA’s most significant treatment of community issues as 

indicated by community leaders throughout the area.  The responsive broadcasts are exclusive of NBC network news and public affairs programs that may also deal with these problems on a national 

basis.  Issues addressed and that are important to the Tucson community include Border/Immigration, Community, Consumer, Crime & Law Enforcement, Economy, Education, Environment, Health and 

Safety issues

SUMMARY OF DISCUSSION

The US Justice Department filed a lawsuit that is challenging the constitutionality of Arizona's new illegal 

immigration law.  This has set the stage for a clash between the Federal Government and the State over 

the nation's toughest immigration crackdown.  News 4 reviewed the lawsuit, covered reaction from 

lawmakers on both sides of the issue, the training that begins in Tucson...teaching officers how to 

enforce SB 1070.

Hundreds of tourism officials from all over the state were in Tucson on 7/13, to discuss the  fallout over 

SB 1070.  The Governor addressed them about how to minimize the damage.

The Pima County Health Department was looking for help with its upcoming back-to-school 

immunization program.  They provide this service every year and it takes lots of volunteers to make it 

happen.  Stephen Zlotnick, from the Pima County Health Department spoke about the details of this 

event.

The Tucson City Council voted to put a half cent sales tax increase on the November ballot.  A core 

services tax, they said, will prevent more cuts to our police, fire, transportation, roads and parks.  

According to a Child Crisis Nursery and the Child Advocacy of Southern Arizona, as the economy goes 

down, the number of child abuse cases go up.  According to Casa de los Ninos, during a four month 

period that began in January 2009, they had 114 children in their shelter.  Same period in 2010, 138.  

There is no more space for school age children.  Southern Arizona Children's Advocacy Center said in 

2008, they had 25 cases, to date they've had 50.  These are physical abuse cases.  News 4 spoke with 

a former victim of child abuse who can identify with kids going through traumatic times.

Thousands of veterans will return to Southern Arizona from combat will suffer from post traumatic stress 

disorder.  A new class called "Mindfulness Based Stress Reduction" helped them deal with the stress of 

war.  News 4 spoke with 2 combat veterans who said the class has been life changing.

Tucson's down to one semi-professional baseball team, and now the Toros could be in doubt.  The 

White Sox moved their spring training after the 2008 season.

If it's voted down, the city will have 

to come up with plan "B".  Plan B would include eliminating 730 positions, meaning police officers would 

be laid off, the Fire Department would lose firefighters. One Tucsonan thinks the city needs to better 

manage the money they already have rather tax more out to people.  Voters will decide on the sales tax 

when they head to the polls November 2nd.

Kristen Lenhardt, Public Affairs Specialists, with the Bureau of Land Management spoke the need for 

volunteers and what BLM does.

More bad news; home foreclosures are up across the nation.  Analysts say banks are giving up on 

homeowners behind in their payments…assuming they won't be able to turn around soon.  But still, if 

you've been looking for a home to buy, now might be the time.  A program called "Your Way Home" is 

offering foreclosed homes to the public.

Efforts were underway to save a Tucson family assistance program for members of Arizona's National 

Guard.  It's in danger of closing because of budget cuts but many are fighting to keep it open. 

An Arizona Senator "called out the City of Tucson" over campaign signs.  He said the city scooped up 

some signs posted on the east side but the city said he was wrong.  The city said they removed 3 of the 

15 signs because they were posted illegally

Late this afternoon, a new Suntran contract was voted on and approved.  It was approved by a vote of 

250 for and 76 voting against.  It's a two year deal, there are no changes to wages, and the company 

will cover full benefits.  According to Suntran officials, buses will be back up and running starting around 

5am until midnight.

Proposition 400 is a new city sales tax increase that will be on the ballot in November, and will help 

Tucson financial situation if passed. If it fails, the city deficit will hit a projected 51M by 2012.  If it 

passes, the city said it'll be 11M in the red, a 40M difference. The sales tax, essentially, adds up to 50 

cents more for every 100 dollar purchase.

People who consider themselves "urban artists."  They said they're going to continue to tag because 

that's their constitutional right and they're not going to stop regardless of how many times they are 

arrested.  If you spot tagging, police want you to call them.

The risk of wildfires is just one reason 

the City of Tucson is working to restrict a new state law that legalizes the sale of certain fireworks.  The 

new state law takes effect December 1st.  At that time, anyone 16-years of age or older will be allowed 

to buy so-called consumer fireworks.  However, you may not be able to shoot them off within Tucson 

city limits.  

Tucson Police have a new tool to help keep bicycle riders and pedestrians safe.  Cold hard cash.  Grant 

money has more officers hitting the streets.  The Governor's Office of Highway Safety gave the Tucson 

Police Department a 44K grant.  

Tucson Police has a team of officers working just on Internet crimes against children. News 4 was the 

first to break the story when the unit launched last summer.  Since then, 30 suspects have been taken 

down.  Most of them, confessing, that they used the Internet to lure underage kids.  Not bad for a unit 

that has one full-time detective and two donated computers.

In December 2009, a woman wanted in connection to a murder for hire plot, in Tucson, was arrested in 

Austria.  Detectives have been working since then to extradite Pam Phillips to Tucson.  Friday, July 2nd, 

it happened.  Phillips was escorted off a flight from Austria by US Marshalls, local law enforcement and 

detectives who've been working this case from day 1.  Phillips is facing first degree murder in 

connection to the car-bombing death of Gary Triano that happened in 1996 at the La Paloma Country 

Club.  Detectives said she hired her ex-boyfriend, Ronald Young, to kill Triano to cash in on his 2M life 

insurance policy.  Young was convicted and is currently serving out two life sentences, and Phillips is at 

the Pima County Jail being held on 5M dollar bond.

School zone speed enforcement patrols are back.  School is in full swing and deputies aren't giving 

warnings but tickets to people speeding through school zones.

Tried to get a police report lately?  Or, how about having to get fingerprinted for a job?  If you've gone to 

Tucson Police you know what we're talking about.  The hours and the staffing in those departments 

have been cut drastically due to budget cuts and it may get worse before it gets better.  

Warning for drivers, pedestrians and bicyclists.  The Tucson Police are cracking down on violators near 

4th Avenue, University and downtown for jaywalking.

Tucson Police has added a new tool to their crime fighting bag.  You could say it's a cyber neighborhood 

watch.  It's called "Crime Reports" and it lets you know what kind of crimes are occurring in your area or 

where they're happening.  The new system not only tracks crimes, it also sends alerts to your computer.

In Tucson, there is a scam circulating involving counterfeit credit and gift cards.  Tucson Police said 

there's been a spike of this happening at the Tucson Mall.  According to them, within the last three 

months or so.  TPD wants retailers to take a closer look at the cards, and for consumers to check their 

credit card bills often.

Tucson Police have a warning for drivers and it involves those yield signs on the frontage roads.  When 

you see a stop sign, you stop, but when you see the bright yellow yield sign when exiting off the I-10, 

are you yielding?  According to the Tucson Police Department, drivers seem to be ignoring yield signs 

around town resulting in accidents.  And officials say when your on the road it's not an option to yield, it's 

a rule.

There's a new program in town, and for all Pima County, it's a diversion course.  Now, just like motorists, 

bicycle riders can opt out of a fine and into a class.  If a bicyclist breaks the law, the fine could range 

from $160 to around $250 but now bikers have an option of taking a class.  The city and county got 

together and decided instead of having to pay a fine, it would be better if cyclists could instead learn 

from their mistakes.

More red light cameras went live at the intersections of Speedway and Kolb and Grant and Swan.  No 

more warnings, it's turning into tickets.  Tucson Police show crashed are reduced at intersections with 

cameras.  One Tucsonan just hopes the tickets are given fairly with properly working equipment.

Students at Pueblo Garden Elementary School got a lesson they'll never forget.  The students were in 

lock down after someone shot at cars in the school.  The Principal called police telling them one of the 

staff members and some students were hit, and a window was cracked.  The staff member and students 

were seen by the school nurse and are doing fine.  Police determined it was likely a sling shot or a wrist 

racket type device that was used.  Parents, teachers and students are hoping the person responsible 

will be caught because what happened is an experience they don't want repeated.

Organ transplant centers across the country, and the feds, have a focus in on the University Medical 

Center.  Two organ transplant patients have died, from a rare amoeba, living in the organs.  UMC is 

where the man, who donated the organs, passed away.  The 27-year-old landscaper was diagnosed 

with having a stroke.  It turns out, he had a brain infection, caused by this rare bug, and two of the 4-

people who got his organs caught the bug and died.  

Getting domestic violence offenders off the streets and behind bars has been a commitment by News 4, 

with the help from Pima County Sheriff's Department since 2007.  We've profiled more than 100 men 

and women with active warrants in our Tracking Offenders Series.  Half have been arrested or turned 

themselves in.  News 4 took a look at some of the challenges investigators and victims face after the 

suspects are arrested.

News 4 teamed up with Walgreen's to collect much needed school supplies for our kids.  Because of 

budget cuts we asked the community to do everything they can to do their part and pitch.  The Tucson 

teachers greatly appreciate it.

Tucson Unified School Board members decided to combine 4 more elementary schools, leaving one 

school's future unclear.  Duffy, Roger, Ft. Lowell and Jefferson will be merge due to issues regarding 

academic performance  and lack of state funding.  District Officials don't like to make these types of 

decisions, they are hoping the closures of these schools will improve the districts current economic 

position by saving nearly 2M dollars.  But, school officials said the fate of Richey Elementary is still up in 

the air due to legal matters and resources.  Therefore, the decision will be discussed in two weeks 

leaving some parents worried about their children's future.

It was back to school for students in the Marana District today.  News4 showed us 600 freshman who go 

an unusually rousing welcome at Marana High.

Maxwell Middle School, on Tucson's west side, was seriously under-performing last year.  Forty-five of 

the faculty and staff were fired.  Only 11 were hired back for this school year and a new infusion of 

technology may help turn that struggling school around.  Using grant money, the school bought "cows" 

or computers on wheels, each cart houses 30 netbook computers.  Maxwell's new principal wants to 

leverage this technology to lift student performance.  The netbooks can be used in math, social studies 

and computer sciences...to name a few.  Eventually, Maxwell wants all students to have the same 

access as incoming 6th graders.

The Tucson Unified School District's Ethnic Studies Program "La Raza" was struck down in May.  The 

bill, signed by Governor Jan Brewer, bans schools from grouping or teaching students based on ethic 

backgrounds.  The thing is that ban doesn't take effect until December 31st, so TUSD's letting students 

enroll in the class this fall.  The head of schools, not happy about that.

It's back to school in Tucson because all the school zones are back…you know the ones you have to 

drive 15 MPH through.  No matter if you're a parent, guardian, driver or a concerned citizen, there are 

some things you need to know to keep our kids safe as they travel to and from school.  Anne Marie 

Braswell from Rural Fire Department spoke about bus safety and walking to school.

30 students and their parents got a taste of what it'll be like to go to a new school on 8/16.  They're 

students from Richey Elementary which closed because of under enrollment and it merged with 

Roskruge.  That caused  a lot of anger among parents and students and with the Pascua Yaqui Tribe, 

which Richey served.  News 4 showed us what TUSD is doing to undo the anxiety.

Parents are scrambling to find the money to help kids get ready to go back to school.  El Rio Community 

Health Center, Tucson Medical Center and the Boys and Girls Clubs of Tucson partnered up to help out 

with the back to school immunizations.  Dr. Andre Arthur, Associate Medical Director of Pediatrics at El 

Rio, shared more information about the immunizations.

Lots of kids have gone back to school.  What do you do with your kids with the time between the end of 

school and when you can pick them up, afterschool care?  Michelle St. Hilaire, with Child and Family 

Resources, spoke about a service that can help, and how to choose the best setting for afterschool 

care.

Astronomers at the University of Arizona have looked at distant stars for years, now they're focused on 

the closest one to us, the sun, or rather they're finding a new way to focus the sun on us.  The results 

could well be the future of solar power.

The largest "U of A" freshman class ever, combined with a new management system, is making wait-

time at the financial aid office longer than usual.  And with tuition, board and book expenses mounting, 

some students are finding themselves in quite a bind.  The financial aid director said it's because they've 

allocated more loans, gifts and grants than ever before.  The University said once everyone is caught up 

to speed on the new financial aide management system, things will get better. Financial aid students are 

assured protection from late fees and class cancellations, but with bills due, the waiting is the hardest 

part.

School has started in Southern Arizona, and for some kids the excitement might be overshadowed by 

the fear of bullies.  A recent study reported that 77% of all K through 12th grade students have been 

victims of bullying.  Dr. Eric Schindler, with Child and Family Resources, spoke about some ways to help 

your child cope.

The roads can be a dangerous place during the monsoons.  Pima County listed 22 road that can be 

closed due to flooded washes.  News 4 showed us the four worst roads during the monsoon.

The week of September 27th, NBC put the spotlight on education.  They called it "Education Nation."  

It's focus was how to better the school system in America.  News 4 spoke with some Tucson educators 

to see what they think about the country's school system.

It's a trend that is popping up in more and more schools…eliminating competition in order to spare 

children's feelings.  Dr. Eric Schindler, with Child and Family Services, spoke about how that might 

actually do more harm than good and cripple your child into adulthood.

During the summer months, we look for ways to keep our patio looking beautiful. Plants that require less 

water and attention yet give us the splash of color we're looking for.  Debbie Mounce, from Harlow 

Gardens, shared some ideas.

Scorpion calls are way up this year and it has to do with the weather.  News 4 spent some time with 

exterminators to see how you can keep the stinging critters away from your house.

Arizona just removed those speed cameras from state highways but the City of Tucson is snapping your 

picture at intersections more than ever.  Four new systems are going into place at Speedway and Kolb, 

on the east side, Grand and Swan, Broadway and Craycroft, and a fourth location still unannounced.

Bed bugs are on the move across the country with big cities seeing thousands of complaints a year.  

Here in Tucson, bed bug infestations are up.  They've been found in homes, apartments, even hotel 

rooms.  The Pima County Health Department said they've already had more reports of bed bugs this 

year then in all of last year.  So check the bed before you sleep in it.

Scientists at the U of A say warm climate creates a higher threat from germs, add in people's sweaty 

hands touching everything and everyone in sight, no good.  News 4 took a look at this hot-weather 

threat.  We are really sharing more germs before with more people than any generation in history 

because we have so many common surfaces, either touching buttons or screens... phones, computers, i-

pads, etc.  Dr. Gerba from the U of A, recommends using a wipee, or dampen cloth to wipe away the 

germs on these electronics.  It is also recommended to carry hand sanitizers with you.

Judith Schuler, M.S., discussed when the best time is for pregnant women to travel, and things they 

should take along with them.

When you are battling a life threatening disease, nothing else matters but getting through it and getting 

well.  "Dreamstreet" helps with what comes after.  "Dreamstreet" is a program that focuses on the social 

issues that confront young people dealing with illness.  Dr. Jody Comstock, has been a part of this 

program for three years, and shared a story of a young woman with big dreams.

Dr. Lori Mackstaller, from the Sarver Heart Institute, spoke about how losing weight may reduce hot 

flashes for women.

The 9th Annual Tucson Reptile and Amphibian Show and Sale was the weekend of September 25th.  It 

was a chance for you to see some exotic creatures, like alligators, cobras and poison dart frogs, just to 

name a few.  And vendors from around the country was also there to sell and display hundreds of 

species of snakes, lizards, frogs, tortoises, turtles and bugs.  Dr. Mark Wolfson, a local reptile breeder 

and promoter of the event spoke about more about it.

Population boom and healthcare reform has the medical community concerned, the nationwide doctor 

shortage will get worse before it gets better.  A significant impact is felt here in Arizona because we're 

one of the fastest growing states.  News 4 showed us how University Medical Center is leading the way 

to catch up.

One of the biggest fears patients have about any kind of surgery is anesthesia, being completely under 

and not waking up.  Gwen Maxwell, a plastic surgeon, discusses the concerns for people choosing to go 

under knife for cosmetic reasons.

The Ocotillo plant works both in a desert garden or mixed in with other beautiful non-desert plants.  

Debbie Mounce, from Harlow Gardens, spoke about the ocotillo.

For 5 months out of the year it is hot in Tucson.  How do you keep hundreds of animals cool?  Kristen 

Metzger, from the Reid Park Zoo, shared the answer.

Initiative."  Culinary experts, helping schools prepare tasty, nutritious foods for school kids.  About 31M 

children eat school provided lunches every day and 11 million eat breakfast there.  First Lady Michelle 

Obama launched the programs as part of her campaign to combat childhood obesity.  Jennifer English 

spoke about more on this movement and about making healthier choices.

Dr. Lori Mackstaller, from the Sarver Heart Institute, spoke about the importance of keeping a healthy 

body mass index.

Trimming inches off the waistline, that’s something a lot of us are trying to do… It doesn't happen 

magically, it takes eating healthily and exercising.  Anita Kellman, Founder of Beat Cancer Boot Camp, 

showed us an easy exercise that you can do any where and any time.

Being a parent can be stressful.  In addition to worrying about if they're getting enough to eat and 

getting enough sleep, many parents also worry about their child's development and if they are "normal".  

Normal can mean a lot of things.  Dr. Jeff Dozoretz, from Child and Family Resources, spoke about how 

you can make the most of your child's development, what behaviors to look for and why the early years 

are so important.

Anita Kellman, Founder of Beat Cancer Boot Camp, showed us the upright version for today's push-up, 

which is one of the best exercises for toning up.

Dr. Lori Mackstaller, from the Sarver Heart Institute Center at the U of A, spoke about things you can do, 

simple changes, that can reduce your risk of cancer.

Anita Kellman, Founder of Beat Cancer Boot Camp, showed us how to work the triceps without using 

fancy weight equipment.  

Anita Kellman showed us some arm exercises that can be done in the pool.

All of us want to live long healthy lives.  Dr. Lori Mackstaller, from the Sarver Heart Institute, spoke 

about smoking, why people smoke, and should try to quit.

Some pregnant women get what is known as the mask of pregnancy.  These are known as brown 

patches of various sizes that appear on the face and neck.  Judy Schuler, M.S., explained what they 

are, why it occurs, and how you can prevent them.

The start of flu season is near.  It typically runs from October to May, with a peak in January or 

February.  But doctors are already preparing for an outbreak of flu shot fatigue.  Health experts are 

finding a general resistance to getting the flu shot this year.  Dr. Lori Mackstaller, from the Sarver Heart 

Institute, spoke about the flu season.

Arizona health officials said there have been at least 6 cases of West Nile Virus across the state just in 

the week of 7/5.  Some in Pinal and Maricopa counties.  News4 showed us how we can stay safe and 

where local officials found the most mosquitoes in Pima County.

Dr. Jody Comstock, a Dermatologist, spoke about new techniques to improve the look of your skin and 

the reverse signs of aging.

The Arizona Smokers Helpline, or ASH-line, has seen an increase in clients.  Did you know the call 

center is based in Tucson?  Smokers are down to a population of 16%.  While they get their fair share of 

repeat customers, they'll always be there to get them back on track.

But do you know there is a grass-roots effort here in Tucson 

designed to encourage participants to make exercise a regular part of their life?  "Better than Ever" 

provides a welcoming non-competitive atmosphere for people of all fitness levels.  Heather Alberts, the 

Founder of "Better than Ever" spoke about the program.

Staying safe while driving… Distracted driving is a big problem in the U.S., and there is something you 

can do to keep yourself and those around you safe.  Keith Duncan, with Duncan Insurance Agency, told 

us about a new national public awareness campaign about the dangers of texting while driving.

Automatic teller machines, or ATM's, have made our lives so much easier.  Anytime you need cash, or 

you need to make a deposit, you can do it anytime, anywhere.  It was only a matter of time before 

thieves figure out a way to hijack your information from an ATM, without you even knowing it.  Keith 

Duncan, from Duncan Insurance, showed us how to protect ourselves from ATM skimmers.

A new piece of technology at the University of Arizona is turning heads and literally slowing traffic.  The 

crosswalk located near Mountain and 1st had lights installed that are powered by the sun.  They 

illuminate the crosswalk making it a safer place to cross.  The pilot project is efficient in more ways than 

one, it didn't cost the university a cent, lights and labor donated.  The best reward of all, a safer way to 

cross the street.

When the lights went on, alarms went off in the heads of a Tucson couple.  They say they found their 

energy-saving light bulbs…smoldering in a light fixture.  And now, they wonder if it's safe to use those 

bulbs.  News 4 took a look and went to the source for some answers.  GE and other CFL makers are 

working to make the CFL burn out like the old bulbs did, with a pop, and no melting or smoldering.  

Something they say will make consumers a lot happier.

What do you do if you're a working parent, and your kids get out of school before you get home?  You 

can't leave a key under the mat anymore.  Keith Duncan, with Duncan Insurance Agency, share some 

ideas on what to do.

For a lot of students, this is their first time living away from home.  And even though, dorm living is a 

little more protected than just renting a place on your own, there are things you need to know to keep 

you and your possessions safe.  Keith Duncan, with Duncan Insurance Agency, discussed ways to keep 

you and your possessions safe.

ATV's are a dangerous popularity in Arizona.  The fun comes at a cost.  ATV accidents are spiking and 

that's causing a concern.  At the UMC, the number of ATV injuries per year has more than tripled in just 

the past few years.  Dr. O'Keefe wanted you to know why.  He did a study on the behaviors that lead to 

ATV crashes.  A lot of people ride without helmets, without protective equipment, and no training which 

can potentially be a deadly mistake.  Another thing to think about, UMC said its average hospital cost for 

an ATV crash is $35,000 dollars.

Most of us have said it, "I couldn't live without my laptop."  You've got email access, photos, music 

library, not to mention sensitive information like account numbers.  You might be surprised to learn how 

often these computers disappear.  Thirteen were stolen from the U of A since June 8th.  News found  

out how you can protect your computer and what you should do in case yours is stolen.
