ISSUES AND PROGRAMS REPORT

OVERVIEW

The following is the quarterly “Issues and Programs” Report placed in the
public file of WNEM January 10, 2006. The report covers the period from
October 1 through December 31, 2005. The report is based on ten
significant problems and needs determined by WNEM’s community
ascertainments, Below, each problem/need is a brief description of some
news segments broadcast during the quarter designed to call attention to, or
address, the problem or need.

1. Loss of Jobs

5PM LOC/NEWS 10/11/05 1:30
Governor Granholm hopes to sell her “Jobs Today, Jobs Tomorrow” economic plan. She
says there are 90,000 jobs in the state, from the medical field to the skilled trades. While
the state needs to diversify, it will look to the auto industry for high tech jobs in the form
of research and development.

5:30PM LOC/NEWS 10/13/05 1:25
We’ve been telling you about the troubles at the Eaton Corporation for some time now.
Today, over 100 local workers learned they would soon be without a job.

6PM LOC/NEWS 10/13/05 20
Three Tuscola County companies and one Huron County business have been awarded a
$75,000 job training grant. The money will go to upgrade the skills of current workers,
and to hire close to 50 people.

5PM LOC/NEWS 11/15/05 22
The Hemlock semi-conductor in Thomas Township is planning to expand, beginning next
month. Along with 150 permanent jobs, the project will create 400 construction jobs.
The Dow Corning subsidiary helped secure the expansion by landing a $5 million tax
credit from the state.

11PM LOC/NEWS 12/2/05 :35
SBC is cutting 57 operator assistance jobs by June 1. These are the people you talk to
when you call zero to make a collect call. Since SBC merged with AT & T, company
leaders say there isn’t a strong demand for the services, because of increased competition.

WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 12/3/05 1:26
Hurnicane Kairina put more than a half a million people out of work. Also this year has
seen some big names declare bankruptcy. Just the fear of losing your job could slow
down spending. A mixed message about the economy surfaces—overall, the United
States has the ability to create jobs and destroy jobs.

WAKEUP LOC/NEWS 12/12/05 1:21
From 200 to 300 UAW members went to a rank-and-file meeting associated with
Splinter, Future of the Union organization. These meetings have been happening all over
the Mid-West. Purpose of the meeting is to educate the public, members say. Overall,
most attendees seemed to feel the meeting was helpful.

2. Drugs

6PM LOC/NEWS 10/3/05 1:15
Two Fhint city police officers each get 20 years in prison, if convicted of charges that
they stole money and drugs, and tried to deliver the drugs while on duty. Police Chief
(Gary Hagler says, at the Flint Police Department everyone is treated the same no matter
who they are. One of the officers is a nephew, through marriage, of Chicf Hagler.

6PM NAT/NEWS 10/17/05 30

A new study shows a huge jump in the number of young people reaching for prescription
drugs to get a good night’s sleep. Among children ages 10 to 19, the use of sleeping aids
went up 85 percent in just 5 years.

530PM LOC/NEWS 10/20/05 22
A northern Michigan couple is accused of selling their child’s prescription medication.
The mother 1s charged with delivery of an imitation controlled substance.

5PM NAT/NEWS 12/7/05 :30

A Pennsylvania woman 1s behind bars for pretending to be a hospice worker and conning
elderly cancer patients out of the prescription pain killers they needed. At least § victims
are known and detectives believe there are more.

11PM NAT/NEWS 12/20/05 21

A survey indicates teens are smoking and doing drugs less, but more are turning to
prescription drugs like oxycontin, which can be found in many drug cabinets across Mid-
Michigan.

3. Violence

11PM LOC/NEWS 10/4/05 :33
The Flint City Council met, once again, as community activists discussed ways to crack
down on crime. Some members say these meetings are helpful, but more proactive steps
need to be taken.

WAKEUP LOC/NEWS 10/5/05 46
Flint Mayor Williamson wants to revoke Club 8-1-0’s liquor license. The mayor says
underage decoys have been able to buy alcohol at this club. Back in July, more than 50
officers raided the club.

6PM LOC/NEWS 10/10/05 24

A pregnant teen will stand trial on second degree murder charges of the stabbing death,
last month, of a 14-year-old Flint girl. The suspect claimed self-defense, but the judge in
the case ruled against that claim.

6PM LOC/NEWS 10/21/05 25
Arthur Hill High School, Saginaw, has not been immune to violence in the past year.
There have been three separate incidents: a knife and rifle brought to school and a brawl
in the lunchroom and a lockdown.

WAKEUP LOC/NEWS 10/22/05 1:20
Three people were shot around 9:30 p.m. Friday night. One male died after being
hospitalized. Just a few miles away a 52 year old man died of a gunshot wound on Forest
Hill Avenue. Police found his body inside the house and are still looking for the shooter.

NOON NAT/NEWS 11/7/05 1:30
On the 11™ straight night of riots in a southern Paris suburb, rioters fired on police with
pellet guns, sending two officers to the hospital. French President Jacques Chirac said his
country is determined to promote equal opportunities, but the first priority is restoring
security.

WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 11/14/05 24
More American lives are lost, after a string of attacks in Baghdad. Officiais say a U.S.
convoy opened fire just outside of the capital city, on a vehicle that appeared to come too
close to the soldiers. Four people are reported dead, with five wounded.

530PM LOC/NEWS 12/13/05 1:26
The latest gang violence in the City of Saginaw left two dead and four wounded. The Pit
and Balcony Theatre will host a stage play dealing with local court cases, involving gang
violence. Hopefully, community theatre can be a new tool in fighting crime.

6PM LOC/NEWS 12/26/05 1:00
Over the weekend violence erupted as thieves broke in to a home on Martin Luther King
Boulevard, to rob a husband and wife living there. Also this weekend, an elderly woman
was attacked in her home on Fleming Road on Flint’s north end. Flint police are
continuing their investigations.

WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 12/27/05 1:30
More than 10,000 people took to the streets of Baghdad, calling for change. They are
protesting Iraq’s recent elections, saying the results are rigged. Police tried to quell a
similar protest in Baqouba. Close to 50 people were killed in the incidents.

4. Guns in School

530PM LOC/NEWS 10/21/05 1:37
Today is the first day for new metal detectors at Saginaw High School. Some students
dropped off home work, but didn’t stay to attend school today, while several parents said
they are removing thetr children altogether from the high school. The media was

criticized by some students, saying one person is making the entire student body look
bad.

NOON LOC/NEWS 10/24/05 29
Arthur Hill High School will have heightened security in the form of metal detectors, the
same as Saginaw High. At last check, the latest shooting victim from Saginaw High is
still hospitalized.

SPM LOC/NEWS 10/24/05 1:29
Students hope the metal detectors recently installed at Arthur Hill make the school safer.
The school district 1s spending approximately $26,000 on state of the art metal detectors
which can also be used at other school functions.

6PM LOC/NEWS 10/28/05 1:15
The investigation continues in last week’s school shooting at Saginaw High. The gun
recovered at the scene came from a local firearms expert. In that incident, a 15-year-old
was wounded and the suspected shooter is another 15-year-old teen.

5PM LOC/NEWS 11/3/05 25
A Saginaw High School teen accused of shooting a classmate is bound over for
arraignment. The victim testified he had never met the suspect before the day of the
shooting.,

530PM LOC/NEWS 11/3/05 24
Saginaw Superintendent Gerald Dawkins has announced plans to recruit 100 volunteers
to patrol the campuses of both Arthur Hill and Saginaw High. He also wants to bring
police officers back to both schools.
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4. Guns in School (cont.)

WAKEUP LOC/NEWS 11/4/05 1:00
The Flint school district is installing intercoms outside schools in an effort to crack down
on potential security. The new system is expected to cost around $60,000 and requires
visitors to press a buzzer to be let into buildings. The district is currently installing
intercoms in all their elementary schools with hopes to eventually have them in their
middle and high schools too.

5. Underage Drinking

530PM NAT/NEWS 10/6/05 44
A prominent auto executive’s wife pled guilty to serving alcohol to minors. She is the
wife of incoming Daimler-Chrysler Chief Executive Dieter Zetsche. She was sentenced
to a $3,000 fine and community service.

530PM NAT/NEWS 11/23/05 25
Thanksgiving Eve is widely considered the busiest bar night of the year. Bar owners do
more business tonight, than any other. It’s also the night many police agencies begin
increased drunk driving patrols, from now until January.

6. Poverty

WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 10/10/05 1:15
Delphi has 50,000 U.S. employees, and 15,000 workers in this state. With the possibility
of factory closings, insiders say it will also be a blow to the State’s economy.

The move increases pressure to produce cheaper auto parts overseas and force
unprecedented cuts in union wages and benefits.

WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 10/10/05 21
Analysts and Union Leaders say Delphi’s bankruptcy could change the face of the U.S.
auto industry entirely. The unemployment rate is also at risk of jumping higher.

6PM LOC/NEWS 11/22/05 1:15
With plants closing and jobs [eaving, what does this do to charitable groups that rely on
the generosity of others? At the United Way of Saginaw County, they say even with the
economic gloom and doom, contributions this year are up. However, pledges made
earlier this year may disappear.

WEEKEND WAKEUP NAT/NEWS 12/3/05 1:26
Hurricane Katrina put more than half a million people out of work. This vear has seen
some big names declare bankruptcy: General Motors, two airlines and Kodak. Just the
fear of losing your job could slow down spending.
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7. Lack of Extracurricular Activities for Youth
530PM NAT/NEWS 10/05/05 24

Someone broke into the principal’s office at East Palo Alto Elementary School and stole
$1,500 the kids had raised for Hurricane Katrina victims. Wells Fargo matched this
donation and, in addition, is giving the school an additional $11,000 for its own use.

WAKEUP LOC/NEWS 11/16/05 17
Nearly 40 kids from Saginaw Township White Pine Middle School was seen holding up
signs, outside the CMA Awards in New York as musical group “Brookes and Dunn”
entered the building. The children were on a school trip to the Big Apple.

8. Gangs

11PM LOC/NEWS 10/24/05 1:35
A group of Mid-Michigan teens is in big trouble, accused of stealing cars worth about
$250,000 during a two-month span. More than 30 vehicles were stolen by juveniles.

5PM LOC/NEWS 10/31/05 122
Four 17-year-olds were arrested in connection with the burglary and ransacking of the
office of Montrose Orchards. A neighbor had reported the burglary, with the Montrose
Township Police Department seeking warrants.

9. Gambling

NOON NAT/NEWS 10/18/05 :35
A New Orleans man who fled the city after Hurricane Katrina won $25,000 in an
Oklahoma lottery. Caronell Allen plans to put the money in the bank and continue with
his job as a laborer at a construction site.

530PM LOC/NEWS 11/30/05 1:29
The winning lottery ticket for a grand prize of $35 million was sold in Saginaw. The
store manager from the store where it was sold says the word is out that his lotto machine
is hot, so he’s expecting a long line of hopeful lottery winners to make their way into the
store in the next few days.

11PM LOC/NEWS 12/1/05 1:30
One of the first to know when the winner of the $35 million Michigan lottery comes
forward 1s the Michigan Lottery Commissioner Gary Peters. Questions asked of Mr.
Peters were: Has anyone come forward yet? What is the process after you hear from the
winner? Does the winner have the option to remain anonymous? Is this the first
Michigan Mega Millions winner?
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530PM LOC/NEWS 12/1/05 1:30
The winner of the $35 million Michigan lottery opted for a lump sum, and the prize had
to be split with someone in California. In the end, the check ended up being worth just
over $7.4 million with all the taxes taken out. And that was split between two men who
work installing windows. They both have plans for investing and what they hope will be
smart spending in their future.

6PM LOC/NEWS 12/1/05 1:05
Saginaw’s Mega Millions lottery winner and father of a brand new baby boy is also a
convicted felon. The professional window-installer spent five years in Milan, Michigan
federal prison for a drug and weapons charge. And a year after his release, he hit the
jackpot. Both men are anxious for this new chance with their lives.

11PM LOC/NEWS 12/1/05 1:36
For hours while Saginaw’s Teo Blank and Keith Blank were installing windows for a
family-owned company, the rest of the town was talking, wondering who won the Mega
Millions, and what they would do with the money. Both live and work in Saginaw, and
when they came to verify the ticket at the convenience store where they bought it, they
both knew their lives would be changed in a mega-way forever.

5PM LOC/NEWS 12/2/05 1:20
The convenience store that sold the winning $35-million lottery ticket received a $50,000
check from the head of the Lottery Commission. That’s when the store gave $5,000 to
the Saginaw County Salvation Army and all of their 100 employees a Christmas bonus.

10. Schools Need Improvement

NOON LOC/NEWS 10/3/05 :30
The Saginaw Township Board of Education is holding a meeting tonight to discuss
lowering the proposed $112 million bond. Tt would fund the construction of two Saginaw
Township schools and help with repairs at the others.

SPM LOC/NEWS 10/4/05 27
The Ithaca School District in Gratiot County is hoping a $9.95 million bond is approved
by voters today. If it passes, it would cost a homeowner with a $60,000 home, an
additional $89 a year in taxes.

530PM LOC/NEWS 10/19/05 1:40
Bay City Central High School was built in 1922 and Lindsday School was built after
World Two. The bond issue asks voters to approve $68.6 million for 30 years. School
leaders say they don’t want anything new or fancy, they only would like to preserve what
they’ve got.

School leaders in Buena Vista announced a new partnership with Delta College. It’s a

two-part program. High schoolers will be able to take advantage of skilled trade college
courses.

The Bay City School Board voted to lower the heat in schools from 72 to 69 degrees.
It is one of the moves the Board made in an effort to cut a million dollars from their
budget, and avoid laying off teachers.

DNA tests of blood stains found at
the scene of the crime led police to Gary Leiterman, a 62-year-old
retired nurse, and to John Ruelas, who was four-vyears-old at the
time of the crime. Despite concerns over the possible
contamination of DWA evidence and the absence of fingerprints,
Gary Lelterman, was tried, convicted of first degree murder and
sentenced to life in prison. Leiterman, who maintains that he is
innocent, plans to seek a new trial, challenging the DNA
evidence.

Perry March, has gathered a team of lawyers to begin
fighting the charges of second-degree murder and tampering with
evidence. If acguitted, he plans to fight t¢ regain custody of his
children.

48 HOURS MYSTERY: “Who Killed The Wewlyweds?”- followup to

handed down guilty verdicts to suspects Randy Steidl and Herb
Whitiock.

Now a
free man, he has asked the Governor of Illinocis for a pardon to
clear his name, but prosecutors could reinstate murder charges
against him; after several unsuccessful attempts Herb Whitlock has
filed another appeal.

48 HOURS searches for archeclogical proof
of the Biblical accounts, decodes the messages hidden in the
scriptures and examines starkly different versions of Christmas.
Maher explores the lands of the Bible with Professor Ben
Witherington, a conservative scholar and evangelical minister, to
return to the “historical bedrock” where history and faith
intersect.

Stephens, married for 34 years and the father of two adulit
children, was having an affair wilth Stephanie Steven, a nurse with
whom he worked. Learning of her husband's infidelity, the doctor’s
wife Karen ran out of her home, pointed a gun into her mouth, and
accidentally tripped, setting the gun off. She died three months
later and her death was ruled suicide. Stephens married Stephanie
and shortly after became seriously 1l1l, suffering from liver
failure, hepatitis C and diabetes, Sterhanie said that her husband
became depressed as his health declined and on May 1, 2001, she
said she woke to find him lying dead next to her. Despite her
claim that she had nothing toc do with Dr. Stephens’ death,
authcerities were suspicious. An autopsy revealed the presence in
Stephens’ blood of the drug Atricurium, a muscle relaxer used in
surgery. Stephanie was tried and found guilty of murder and will
serve at least 30 vears in prison. She is tryving for an appeal.
